Management Discussion and Analysis 

For the Year Ended June 30, 2016 

The Townôs revenue totaled $2,930,256 (see Chart A). Speed Camera fines and other fines and fees comprised 33% 

of the Townôs revenue. 34% of the Townôs revenue comes from real property taxes, and 43 cents of every dollar 

comes from some type of tax (see Chart A). The Townôs expenses cover a range of services, with about 44% related 

to public safety, 29% to public works and 27% to administration (see Chart B).

Hello Residents over the next couple of monthôs, we will explain what an agenda and meeting minutes are and why they are useful.  

I hope that we (the residents of the Town) will learn and grow together. 

I engaged in my first Executive Session meeting subject to the rules of the Annotated Code of Maryland, Subtitle 5,  Open Meeting Act, 

commonly called, Closed Session/Meeting. You may be wondering as I why do residents have to leave the  meeting and the Council 

continues to meet. 

The Procedures for Closing a Session/Meeting:  Before the Town Council meets in Closed Session, at least four (4) members of the 

Council must vote in favor of closing the meeting.  The vote must be conducted and recorded in accordance with the State Open Meet-

ing Act Laws, and a written statement of the reason for closing the meeting must be made in accordance with State Law.  The Council 

shall limit discussion in closed session to the topic stated as the reason for closing the meeting. Therefore the citizens know in advance 

of leaving the meeting, the reason for closing the meeting. 

Some reasons for closing a Session/meeting are: 

Discuss ï (1)  appointment, employment, assignment, promotion, discipline demotion, compensation, removal, resignation, or perform-

ance evaluation of appointees, or officials. etc. 

Protect the privacy or reputation of individuals with respect to a matter that is not related to public business; 

Consider the investment of public funds;  

Consult with counsel to obtain legal advice, etc.
