It's no big deal and I've visited the station several times dropping off cookies and 

stuff with my daughter.  

¶ A neighbor called about a suspicious guy wandering around and the cops were there literally in 45 

seconds. Turns out the guy had a record which included ar med robbery, home robbery and attempted 

murder. The arresting officer called the homeowner from his personal cell phone that night to let 

them know. Itôs nice when they're down the street. 

¶ If you can get past the occasional cruiser going code by your house at 0200 hrs, it's not a bad place to 

live. But PDs are not like FDs. The cops don't sit around the station waiting to be called. They are 

out and about so while you think living near a PD may provide a tad more home security (and it may 

or may not, I can't say for sure depending on the structure of the department), criminals know the  

flow of the police presence.

Trash Service Complaints: Trash Bins not completely dumped! We advised contractor about their employees leaving trash in the bins, please 

check your bin. Also we recommend you wash out your trash & recycle bin  and placing plastic kitchen bags in your trash bin when full. Do 

not dump liquid waste such as ketchup, mustard, barbeque, syrup, etc. in trash bin during hot weather. Please put pet feces and cat litter in a 

bag. METAL PICK-UP: Metal placed on the curb will be picked up by Public Works for a minimum of $35.00 per item, Propane Tank Pick-

ups are $30 each Tires are $15.00 each and Trash/Recycle Collection is to be placed at the curb the night before collection. 

Mosquitos: Huntington, West Virginia has several mosquitos that have the West Nile Virus. Residents need to use a insect repellant and wear 

protective clothing to avoid bites. The symptoms include fever, headaches, body aches, joint pain, vomiting, diarrhea and rash. The Town also 

participates in the County spraying program. Make sure you have no pooling of water. Last month a trap was set in Forest Heights and 84 Mos-

quitos were in the Trap, most of which were the aggressive Tiger Mosquito.

THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF FOREST HEIGHTS, MARYLAND TO APPROVE, 

AND ADOPT THE FISCAL YEAR 2018 BUDGET  

The general purpose of the Budget Ordinance is to appropriate sums and amounts for the 2016-2017 Budget 

of the Town of Forest Heights, Maryland in the following areas of the General Fund.
