Let me share with you
some of the community improvement projects that have been in development, and are
now reaching their final stages:

The Seneca Drive Roundabout has been reconstructed.

Construction on the Police and Public Works building at 606 Modoc Lane is
expected to be completed by August 2018.

The Rolph Drive Green Street project expected completion date is May 30th.

We are now on 18 hours service coverage with our Town Police Department. We
are working towards a transition to 24 hour service.

Community Garden is expected to be completed by June 2018.

Development on the Forest Heights Community Park is underway. It is located
adjacent to Henryds Soul Food.

10 pet waste stations will be arriving in late May 2018.

A. It shall be unlawful for any owner, possessor, keeper or harborer of a dog
to permit said dog to be upon public streets, sidewalks, roadways, alleys, or
any other person's property within the Town except when under restraint by
leash or similar device and conducted by a person competent and able to
control said dog.

E. When walking a dog by owner, possessor, keeper or caretaker it is required
that all excrement be immediately removed from public or private property.

Section 7.3: Penalty

Any person violating the provisions of this Article shall be guilty of an
infraction and shall, upon conviction, be fined not more than one hundred
dollars ($100.00) for the first offense. Repeat offenders may be assessed a
fine not to exceed $200.00 for each repeat offense.
