They are:

-Penn National Gaming which operates the Hollywood Casino brand and currently owns Rosecroft Racing in fort

Washington, wants to build a $700 million casino and resort at Rosecroft.

-Greenwood Racing Inc, which owns the Parx Casino outside Philadelphia, wants to build an $800 million Par

Casino Hotel & Spa on a Zitre parcel at the intersection of Indian Head Highway and Old Fort Road in Fort Washingtdn.

-MGM Resorts wants to build a 2@&cre casino and resort near National Harbor.

Approximately 300 people showed up to the July 10 Gaming meeting hosted by Councilman Obie Patterson at the Oxpn Hill
Library 8 standing room only on an early weeknight. | was one of the 300 people who had attended, along with severdl of our
Council members and residents, to hear a presentation on the bidding process by Donald Fry, chairman of the Marylapd Video
Lottery Facility Location Commission. Though the meeting did not reveal any new details (nor were residents allowed fhe
opportunity to openly ask questions about any of the projects), we did learn that the developers and county officiads wquld b
holding public site visits on each of the proposed locations around late summer or early fall with public hearings tluled gche

in the fall. The commission will review the proposals, and will select the final location/bidder by the end of the year.
