In accordance with Section 33 -31 of the Forest Heights Town Charter persons may be nominated for elective
office in the Town by filing a certificate of nomination together with a statement of the particular office to which he
aspires, with the Town Clerk on or before the first Wednesday in February preceding the Town election. Such certifi-
cate shall state (1) the office for which the person is seeking, (2) the name and signature of the candidate, (3) the
ward in which the person resides, (4) a statement the he meets the qualifications for the office as contained in this
charter. No person shall file for nomination to more than one elective Town public office or hold more than one elec-
tive Town public office at any one time. The Town Board of Elections shall review each certificate of nomination and
shall certify that the candidate meets the qualifications contained in this Charter. Any certificate of a candidate, that
the Boardds judgment does not meet the stated qualif
the return stated thereon.

Certificate of Nominations may be obtained from the Municipal Building.

Qualifications: Candidates shall have resided in the Wards of the Town they represent for at least one year immedi-
ately preceding their election, shall be qualified voters of the Town, and shall maintain a permanent residence in
the Town during their term of office.

If you have recently moved into Forest Heights from somewhere else in Prince George County or moved

from one Ward to another Ward you must provide the County Board of Elections Supervisor with your new
address or if you have never registered to vote in Prince George County, a voter registration application must
be submitted to your local board of elections or the State Board of Elections at any time. However, applications must
be postmarked by February 9, 2016 , to vote in the Town Election.

Registration applications may be obtained from the Municipal Building in Forest Heights. For any additional informa-
tion regarding election registration, please contact the Town Clerk or the Prince George County Board of Elections at
(301) 430-8020.

Absentee Voters may make an application in writing for an absentee ballot. The application must be received no
later than 7 days before the election. The application shall contain an affidavit, which need not be under oath, but
which shall set forth the information required. Please contact the Town Clerk of Forest Heights for additional infor-
mation.
