SB 544 in the Senate Budget and Tax Committee.

Unfortunately HB 837 had formidable opposition in the House Ways and Means Committee, Despite cgnstant
attempts, we could not overcome those obstacles and the bill was withdrawn to avoid an unfavorable Jote in

committee Although feedback after our hearing in the Senate was positive, Budget and Tax Committeq Chair
Kasemeyer chose to not bring the bill to a vote and the bill failed to reach the full Senate.

Turning focus to the negotiation process, however, had positive momentum, The County Executive finglly
acknowledged possible impacts that could negative in affect the Town of Forest Heights and agreed tq pay for
a study conducted by an outside firm. The study would provide the basis for our negotiations for a reagonable
and fair Local Impact Grant to the Town of Forest Heights. The relationship with the Town of Forest Hights
transcended simple government relations. AlexaBd&leaver was pleased to join the Town in providing 4
scholarship for award recipien€evin Cdeman to attend the University of Maryland.
